Interclub Navigation Challenge 2010

The 2010 Club challenge will run as follows:

1. Eligible competitors: all drivers and navigators who are members of
Dungannon Motor Club. There will be a separate championship for
drivers and navigators.

2. Registration: all competitors who compete in any one of the first 2
Dungannon events will automatically be registered for the challenge. A
registered competitor may compete with a non-registered competitor, but
only the registered competitor may score points.

3. Classes: there will be four separate classes as detailed below:
Overall - classes 1 and 2
Novice - class 3
Beginners - class 4

4 Points: will be awarded to registered competitors as follows:

1st registered competitor in class 10 points
2nd registered competitor in class 9 points
down to

10th registered competitor in class - 1 point

5. Rounds: there will be five rounds in the club challenge; with the
best four scores to count. If four events or less are run, then the three best
scores will count. In the event of a tie, the competitor with the greatest
number of class wins will be declared the winner. Should a tie still oc-
cur, the number of second places would be compared, and so on until a
result is obtained.

6. Awards will be presented to the 1% placed Driver and Navigator in
each class.( further class place awards may be added at clubs
discretion)
7. The club’s decision on any queries is final.

8. Challenge points scoring rounds rounds: are as follows.
